Festivalul International de Film Transilvania - editia a noua – 28 mai – 6 iunie 2010
Regulament

Festivalul International de Film Transilvania este organizat de catre Asociatia Pentru Promovarea Filmului Romanesc si este primul festival international de film de lung-metraj din Romania. 

TIFF are ca obiectiv principal promovarea artei cinematografice prin prezentarea catorva dintre cele mai insemnate filme ale momentului: filme care sa reflecte atat originalitatea si libertatea de exprimare, cat si forme mai putin obisnuite de limbaj cinematografic sau noile curente ale culturii tinere.

TIFF este un eveniment anual. Cea de-a noua editie va avea loc la Cluj-Napoca, Transilvania, intre 28 mai si 6 iunie 2010. Proiectiile filmelor se vor desfasura atat in cinematografe, cat si in locatii neconventionale.  
Festivalul va cuprinde urmatoarele sectiuni:

Competitia oficiala

va aduce in prim-plan o selectie reprezentativa a noului val din cinematografia internationala. Acesta sectiune este deschisa debutantilor sau regizorilor care se afla la al doilea film din cariera. 

SuperNova

O sectiune necompetitiva, care va include filme premiate la alte festivaluri, filme care au creat in jurul lor un interes deosebit si avanpremiere ale unor filme achizitionate de distribuitorii romani. 

Zilele Filmului Romanesc

Premiere sau retrospective de film romanesc.

Umbre

Filme de lung-metraj si scurt-metraj fantastice si de groaza;O panorama a unor filme recente fantastice si de groaza, destinate proiectiilor nocturne. Competitie pentru scurt-metraje.

3 x 3

3 regizori si 3 din filmele lor;

Evenimente speciale, conferinte si sesiuni de lucru.

Filmele selectate pentru primele trei sectiuni trebuie sa indeplineasca urmatoarele conditii:

Sa fi fost produse in ultimii doi ani si sa ruleze in premiera in Romania 

Suportul cinematografic trebuie sa fie pe pelicula de 35 mm (cu excepţia scurt metrajelor din competiţia Zilelor Filmului Românesc, care pot fi înscrise atât pe suport 35 mm, cât şi în formate analogice – caseta BETA, sau digital – casete DIGIBETA, DVD).
Toate filmele de lung-metraj vor fi prezentate in versiunea originala cu subtitrare in limba romana sau traducere simultana. Se recomanda ca peliculele sa fie subtitrate in limba engleza sau franceza.

Filmele video si sectiunea Umbre vor fi proiectate pe suport Beta SP.

Nu exista restrictii legate de durata sau genul filmului.

Un juriu international format din cinci membri, personalitati ale cinematografiei mondiale, va decerna urmatoarele premii, filmelor aflate in sectiunea "Competitie":

Trofeul "Transilvania" - pentru cel mai bun film aflat in Competitie

Pentru a participa la cea de-a noua editie a TIFF, trebuie indeplinite urmatoarele conditii:

Formularul de inscriere completat impreuna cu un DVD, o caseta VHS (PAL) si un sinopsis, vor fi trimise la sediul festivalului, pina la 15 martie 2010 (pentru productiile eligibile pentru competitiile sectiunii Zilele Filmului Romanesc), respectiv 15 februarie 2010 (pentru cele inscrise in Competitia festivalului sau in sectiunea Umbre). 
Pelicula, insotita de lista de dialoguri (in limba engleza sau franceza), va fi expediata la adresa Str. Popa Soare nr. 52, et.1, ap.4, sector 2, Bucuresti, Romania. Data limita de primire a filmelor selectionate in copie originala este 10 mai 2010.

Materialele de presa si publicitate pentru fiecare film selectat (20 caiete de presa si 20 fotografii, o caseta beta cu prezentarea filmului si zece postere/afise) trebuie sa ajunga la sediul festivalului pana la 10 mai 2010.

Reguli in vederea preselectiei:

DVD-ul, caseta VHS (PAL) va fi trimisa prin curier sau par avion la sediul festivalului pina la 10 martie 2010. Casetele filmelor ce nu au fost selectionate nu vor fi returnate decit daca expeditorul lor plateste in avans taxele postale. 

Comitetul de selectie va incerca sa-i informeze pe toti cei inscrisi de rezultatele preselectiei, pana la data de 20 aprilie 2010.
Costurile de transport pentru pelicula filmului (tur-retur) vor fi suportate de catre concurenti. 

Polita de asigurare a Festivalului acopera incendierea, furtul, deteriorarea sau distrugerea peliculei pe perioada desfasurarii evenimentului. 

Directiunea Festivalului va decide asupra ordinii si orelor de proiectie ale filmelor. 

Festivalul este deschis pentru public. Un numar important de ziaristi acreditati din presa scrisa si audio-video precum si distribuitori vor fi prezenti la manifestare. 

Regizorii ale caror filme vor fi selectate pentru Competitie sunt invitati sa participe pe toata durata Festivalului. TIFF acopera cheltuielile legate de transport, cazare si masa. 

Participarea la Festival implica respectarea neconditionata a tuturor articolelor regulamentului. 

Transilvania International Film Festival — 9th edition, 2010, May 28 – June 6, Cluj-Napoca, Romania

Rules & regulations

Transilvania International Film Festival (TIFF) is presented by Romanian Film Promotion. It is the first international feature film festival in Romania.

TIFF has as its main objective the promotion of cinematographic art by presenting some of the most innovative and spectacular films of the moment that feature both originality and independence of expression, that reflect unusual cinematic language forms or focus on current trends in youth culture. It is meant to be an annual event.

The nineth edition of TIFF will be held between the May 28 and June 6, 2010 in the city of  Cluj-Napoca, Transilvania. The films will be shown in equipped cinemas, whenever possible, each will be screened twice. 

The Festival consists of the following sections:

Competition,

offering a significant selection of current International young cinema. This meant-to-be fresh and original section is opened to first and second films only. 

SuperNova,

a non-competitive panorama, including films awarded in other festivals, which aroused exceptional world interest during the last season and a local distributors program featuring special premieres for Romanian public.

Romanian Days

3-day marathon including the most recent Romanian productions and several workshops and seminars

Shadows

horror and fantasy features & short films; a special collection of recent horror and fantasy films destined for midnight screenings. Competition for shorts.

3 x 3

3 profiles of established filmmakers featuring 3 films each

No limit

transgressive and provocative if not offensive films

Special events, conferences and workshops 

The films entered for the first three sections must comply with the following conditions: 

Entries must have been produced within the last two years and not previously screened in Romania.

All feature films will be presented in their original versions with Romanian subtitles or simultaneous translation. It is highly advised to submit prints with English subtitles.

The format for features must be 35 mm or Beta SP.  

For the Shadow Shorts competition the shortfilms are required on Beta SP or 35 mm of miniDV format.

There are no restrictions by length or genre for films.

An international jury composed of 5 personalities of various nationalities from the world of cinema and the arts will judge the competitive films and award the following prizes:

To participate in the 9th edition of TIFF, the following conditions are required: 

A fully completed entry form together with a screener DVD or a VHS (PAL) tape, stills, synopsis and a transcript of films' subtitles should be sent to the festival office before February 15th, 2010
Prints should be forwarded by courier to:

Transilvania International Film Festival, address: St. Popa Soare no. 52, ap. 4; Bucharest 2, Romania.

They must arrive before May 10th, 2010.
Press material and publicity for each film (5 press-books and 10 stills plus 1 Beta SP promos and 10 posters) must also reach the Festival by May 10th, 2010.
Rules for preview by the selection committee:

DVD or VHS tape (PAL) with English or French subtitles plus a transcript of the dialogue/subtitle list in English or French should be sent by courier or by ordinary mail to the Festival Office no later than March 10, 2009. Preview tapes of films not selected cannot be returned unless specifically agreed in advance.

The selection committee will try to inform the applicants of its decision by April 20, 2010.

All transport costs incurred by sending the print to and from Romania must be borne by the entity or individual(s) registering it for participation.

The Festival insurance policy covers fire, theft, damage and destruction of the print for the period spanning its arrival until its return.

The sender is requested to inform the Festival on the means of dispatch, date of shipment, flight and Airway bill number.

The film must be sent prepaid. The Festival will not pay for the return transportation charges.

All prints will be returned within four weeks after the festival. If the film has to be returned to another address this has to be marked on the application form as well as the desired date of arrival at the return address.

The Festival Direction will determine the order and date of the screening of all films.

The Festival is open to the public. A significant number of accredited national and international press, TV and distributors also participate.

Directors whose films have been selected for competition are invited as participants for the festival's duration. Accommodation, travel costs and allowance costs (hotel, meals) of the participants are covered by the TIFF. 

Participation in the Festival implies the unconditional acceptance of all aforementioned regulations.
